I. The beef show time is 4:00 pm. This should allow for completion of the show at a decent hour.

A 15 minute break will occur immediately after the grand and reserve commercial heifer is chosen and prior to the first registered heifer classes.

The ticket system with our carnival requires that each person attending the fair purchase one $10 ticket. That $10 ticket is good for all rides and events for that night of the fair. 

If student showing beef will be later than 4:30 pm, please call the Extension Office, 931-363-3523,  PRIOR TO the start of the fair this year and we will make arrangements for them to get in the fair.

Enclosed is a summary of Tennessee Fair Regulations - health requirements for livestock at fairs and

exhibitions.

Special Comments:

I. It is expected that all exhibitors will bring only healthy animals to fairs and exhibitions. All

   animals are subject to being inspected after arrival at the show facilities and any with

   clinical signs of contagious disease will be sent home immediately. Certificate(s) of

   Veterinary Inspection are to accompany the animal(s) to the respective shows.

2. Health certificates issued in satisfaction of these Tennessee Fair Regulations shall be good

    for 90 days for Tennessee livestock only.

3. As noted in the enclosed health requirements, Tennessee requires that all poultry assembled

   at shows or exhibitions be accompanied by evidence of a negative test for Pullorum-Typhoid

 
   within 90 days or originate directly from a flock which has been certified as PullorumTyphoid

   Clean under the Tennessee Poultry Improvement Plan. As part of increased

   awareness and surveillance for Avian Influenza and other poultry diseases, all birds physical

   health appearance should be assessed at the time testing is conducted.

4. Any "chick chain" birds that have been commingled with birds of unknown disease status

   must test negative for Pullorum-Typhoid prior to entry.

5. Please note that exhibition requirements for out-of-state livestock are the same as regular

   import requirements.

6. Warts and ringworm are considered contagious and infectious diseases and are

   permissible exclusions only if considered inactive by the issuing veterinarian and noted

   as such on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.

7. Scabies, contagious ecthyma (soremouth), footrot, cutaneous fungal and bacterial

   Infections  (i.e. club lamb disease, caseous lymphadenitis) are considered contagious and

   infectious diseases, and are permissible exclusions only if considered inactive by the

   issuing veterinarian and noted as such on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.

8. Fair officials are responsible for ensuring that all animals entering fairs for exhibition be

    accompanied  by a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection and are in overall good health.

   Violations should be reported to the state veterinarian or his agent.

REGULATORY SERVICES - ANIMAL HEALTH

SUMMARY: LIVESTOCK HEALTH. REQUIREMENTS FOR FAIRS AND EXHIBITIONS

I 
GENERAL:

A. All stalls, pens, chutes, etc. located on the grounds of fairs and exhibitions

     shall be thoroughly cleaned and disinfected with a disinfectant approved by

     USDA, APHIS between each scheduled fair or exhibition.

B. All livestock (except poultry) which enter fairs and exhibitions shall be

     accompanied by an official veterinary health certificate with individual

     permanent identification or sufficient description to identify each animal.

     Certificates for this purpose shall be valid for ninety (90) days from date

     of issue. (Tennessee livestock only- out-of-state certificates are valid for

     thirty (30) days from the date of issue)

C. No animal showing clinical signs of infectious or communicable disease

     shall be allowed to enter or remain on premises of fairs or exhibitions. It

     shall be the responsibility of the manager of each event to assure prompt

     removal of such animals.

II 
LIVESTOCK AND POULTRY ORIGINATING WITHIN THE STATE OF

TENNESSEE

[Certificates of Veterinary Inspection Valid for a Period of Ninety (90) Days1

A. SWINE:

All swine which enter fairs and exhibitions shall be accompanied by an official

veterinary health certificate with individual permanent identification or

sufficient description to identify each animal.

B. CATTLE:

All cattle which enter fairs and exhibitions shall be accompanied by an official

veterinary health certificate with individual permanent identification or

sufficient description to identify each animal.

C. POULTRY:

(1) Sponsors of poultry shows or exhibitions shall notify the Tennessee

Department of Agriculture at least thirty (30) days prior to show or

exhibition.
(2) All poultry assembled at shows or exhibitions shall be accompanied by

      evidence of a negative test for Pullomm-Typhoid within ninety (90) days or

       originate directly from a flock which has been certified as Pullorum-Typhoid

       Clean under the Tennessee Poultry Improvement Plan.

(3) Poultry found not to be in apparent good health shall be removed

      immediately from any show or exhibition.

D. HORSES & OTHER EQUIDAE:

Horses and other Equidae six (6) months of age and older must have a negative

Equine Infectious Anemia test within the preceding twelve (12) months.

E. SHEEP

(1) All sheep imported into or through Tennessee shall be accompanied by an

     official health certificate and be in compliance with 0080-2-1-.02, and Title 9,

     Code of Federal Regulations, Part 79.1 through 79.4.

(2) All sheep that move within the state, with the exception of wethers under the

      age of 18 months that are produced for slaughter only, including for change of

      ownership, shows, fairs, expositions or slaughter shall be permanently,

      individually identified by a method approved in Title 9, Code of Federal

      Regulations, Part 79. I through 79.4.

F. GOATS

(1) Goats imported into or through Tennessee shall be accompanied by an official

      health certificate and be in compliance with 0080-2-1-.02, and Title 9, Code of

      Federal Regulations, Part 79.1 through 79.4.

(2) Goats imported into Tennessee for immediate slaughter to an approved

      slaughter establishment or to an approved livestock market for sale to a slaughter

      establishment shall only be required to have a transportation document and be in

      compliance with Title 9, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 79.1 through 79.4.

(3) All registered breeding goats, goats that have been commingled with sheep,

      goats for exhibition and dairy goats that move within the state, including for

      change of ownership, shows, fairs, expositions or slaughter shall be permanently,

      individually identified by a method approved in Title 9, Code of Federal

      Regulations, Part 79.1 through 79.4.

G. CAMELIDS: Carnelids must have an official veterinary health certificate

     as provided in Rule 0080-2-3-.01 (1).

H. CAPTIVE CERVIDAE: Captive Cervidae must have an official veterinary

     health certificate as provided in Rule 0080-2-3-.0l (1).

III     LIVESTOCK AND POULTRY ORIGINATING OUTSIDE THE STATE OF

         TENNESSEE

Livestock and Poultry entering fairs and exhibitions from areas outside the State of

Tennessee shall be subject to current Tennessee import requirements. Please contact

the state veterinarian's office regarding questions or recent changes to these rules.

These interstate requirements are summarized as follows:

A. ALL SPECIES (except poultry):

    Official Certificate of Veterinary Inspection valid for thirty (30) days.

B. CATTLE:

    Certificate of Veterinary Inspection and additional requirements as

    follows:

(1) Tuberculosis: No requirements except from states having a tuberculosis

culture positive in the last 12 months.

(2) Brucellosis: Test eligible cattle - Intact male or female cattle eighteen (I 8)

months or older. (Vaccinates and non-vaccinates)

Certified Herds - No test requirements.

Class Free States - No test requirements.

Class A - Negative test within 30 days.

C. SWINE:

(1) Breeding Swine: (a) 30 day negative test for pseudorabies, or

(b) Originate from Qualified Negative Pseudorabies Herd, or

(c) Originate directly from a herd in a Stage V (Pseudorabies-Free) State,

and

(d) Iffour (4) months of age or older:

(1) Negative test for brucellosis within thirty (30) days, or

(2) Originate directly fi'om a Validated Brucellosis-Free Herd, or

(3) Originate directly from a Validated Brucellosis-Free State.

(2) Feeding Swine: (a) 30 day negative test for pseudorabies, or

(b) Originate from Qualified Negative Pseudorabies Herd, or

(c) Originate from Pseudorabies Monitored Herd, or

(d) Originate from a herd in a Stage III, IV, or V state in the

National Pseudorabies Eradication Program.

D.     HORSES AND OTHER EQUINES:

Animals six (6) months of age or older - negative equine infectious anemia

(Swamp Fever) test within twelve (12) months.

E.      POULTRY:

Originate directly from a Pullorum-Typhoid Clean Flock, or be accompanied by

evidence of negative Pullorum-Typhoid test within ninety (90) days.
F.     SHEEP

(I) All sheep imported into or through Tennessee shall be accompanied by an official

health certificate and be in compliance with 0080-2-1-.02, and Title 9, Code of

Federal Regulations, Part 79.1 through 79.4.

(2) All sheep that move within the state, including for change of ownership, shows,

fairs, expositions or slaughter shall be permanently, individually identified by a

method approved in Title 9, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 79.1 through 79.4.

G.    GOATS

(1) Goats imported into or through Tennessee shall be accompanied by an official

health certificate and be in compliance with 0080-2-1-.02, and Title 9, Code of

Federal Regulations, Part 79.1 through 79.4.

(2) Goats imported into Tennessee for immediate slaughter to an approved slaughter

establishment or to an approved livestock market for sale to a slaughter establishment

shall only be required to have a transportation document and be in compliance with

Title 9, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 79.1 through 79.4.

(3) All registered breeding goats, goats that have been commingled with sheep, goats

for exhibition and dairy goats that move within the state, including for change of

ownership, shows, fairs, expositions or slaughter shall be permanently, individually

identified by a method approved in Title 9, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 79.1

through 79.4.

H.    CAMELIDAE: Same requirements as for cattle.

1.   CERVIDAE:

Certificate of Veterinary Inspection and additional requirements as follows:

(1) Brucellosis: Same requirements as for cattle.

(2) Tuberculosis:

(a) All cervidae shall originate in herds which have had a negative herd

      test for tuberculosis within twelve (12) months with a USDA approved

      single cervical test and individual imported animals shall be negative to

     the single cervical test within thirty (30) days of entry; or

(b) Animals not originating in tested herds as described above must test

     negative to two (2) single cervical tests at least ninety (90) days apart,

     the second test conducted not more than thirty (30) days prior to

     entry.

NOTE: (Contact an accredited veterinarian for further details of import rules).

IV  Fair association or exhibition or management shall inform exhibitors of the rules

      of this chapter, and shall notify the State Veterinarian or his agent of any violations.

      Exhibitors shall present evidence of compliance with this chapter to the State

      Veterinarian or his agent upon request.

These rules constitute a minimum legal standard and in no way restrict the right of

fair and exhibition managers to establish additional or more stringent requirements.

5. SHOW TIMES:  Thursday, August 18, 2011.  The beef show will begin with Pee Wee Showmanship –  Open to any youth of pre-4-H age at 4:00 p.m. 

Breed classes will include: ANGUS, RED  ANGUS,  OTHER BREEDS  WITH BRAHMAN INFLUENCE EAR TYPE, OTHER BREEDS WITH NO BRAHMAN INFLUENCE  EAR  TYPE, AND COMMERCIAL HEIFER CLASS.  Classes will rotate through the breeds.   Show order will be announced prior to the show.

6. RELEASE TIME: Following completion of all shows.
7. HEALTH REQUIREMENTS:  Health requirements must conform to Tennessee State health requirements.  Each animal must be included on the health papers.  All juniors must have health papers for their beef animals.  No beef animals showing active signs of ringworm or warts will be permitted to show.  Refer to governing regulations for additional information.                                                                                         
GENERAL RULES SPECIFIC TO BEEF SHOW:

1. Exhibitor's name must be on registration papers.  To be eligible for the junior show, registration papers must be in the name of the junior and the junior must be in grade 4-12 on January 1, 2011.

2. Pre-registration entries will be checked against certificate of registration in Fair  Office between 9:00 am and 1:00 pm  on Thursday, August 18, 2011.  Late entries must be checked by superintendents before unloading animals.

3. All animals on exhibit must be shown at halter in their respective breed class.

4. All animals must be halter broke and no animal may be exhibited in competition that cannot be properly managed and led into the show-ring by exhibitor. Show judge and Livestock Committee have the right to dismiss any unruly animals.

5. All animals must have registration papers except animals born on or after January 1, 2011.  No exceptions granted.

6. Each exhibitor is limited to only one entry per group class in lots 21, 22 and 23.

7. The Pulaski Lions Club will not guarantee any breed shows in 2012 for those not having at least 4 exhibitors and 12 head of cattle in 2011 breed show.

8. All bulls twelve months of age and older will be shown with a halter and a nose lead at all times.  While tied in the stall, all bulls will have a halter and a neck rope in place.

9. All exhibitors must wear show numbers provided at registration time while exhibiting their animals. 

10. Group class entries must be made during registration.

11. If barn spaces are assigned, the exhibitor must use the assigned spaces to be eligible to show.  Notify the superintendents in advance of show day with any special requests.

12. Premiums for junior classes will only be paid if a junior exhibits the entry.  Juniors must show their own entry unless they have more than one entry in classes.

Please Read Carefully

GENERAL

1. Departments are open only to residents of Giles County unless notice is made under department regulate

2. Only current year products, produced, owned or grown by exhibitor may compete for premiums.

3. No ribbon will be awarded or premium paid on exhibit not listed in catalog.

4. All exhibits must be delivered to superintendent in charge of department on the fairground at specified time in catalog.  No exhibit will be received by mail, express, or freight.

5. Only one entry per person will be accepted in any one lot unless exception is made under department regulations.  If there is no competition in any one lot, ribbon placement and premium paid will be based on the opinion of the judges as to merit of the entry.

6. Agricultural, Family & Community Education and Youth Exhibits will be released at 1:30 p.m. on Sunday afternoon, August 21 unless otherwise stated under Department regulations. No premiums will be paid to an exhibitor who fails to let exhibit remain in place until release time. Any exhibits not picked up by 3:00 p.m. on August 21 will become property of the fair.                                                         

7. All premiums will be paid Sunday afternoon or mailed within 30 days following the Fair. Checks must be presented within 45 days after the Fair or they cannot be honored.

8. The Pulaski Lions Club would appreciate your cooperation and assistance in abstaining from consuming any alcoholic beverage(s) in and around all exhibition areas at the Agri-Park.  We have received complaints from in and out-of-county attendees and exhibitors that individuals are violating the alcoholic beverage policy, setting poor examples for all youth, and depicting a poor image of our county, its citizens, and our fair.  We will have official law enforcement officers on the grounds throughout the fair to help us insure an orderly, safe, and enjoyable climate for all involved.  Officers have been instructed to address this concern.        

9. Any questions arising in connection with the Fair that is not covered under these rules and regulations will be passed to the Fair managers or steering committee.

LIVESTOCK

1. All livestock must be cared for by owner.  All animals must be kept in assigned stalls or location and be under control of exhibitor at all times.

2. Exhibitor removing stock from grounds before release times, will forfeit all awards including premiums.

3. Exhibitors will be required to keep assigned space clean and sanitary by removing litter to place provided for disposal.  

4. Exhibitors must furnish their own feed and equipment, including bedding.

5. Make your check payable to the Pulaski Lions Club for registration fees and remember that all livestock exhibitors are required to pre-enter their livestock Giles County Agricultural Extension Office at 132 South Second St., Pulaski, TN  38478.  Fees are non-refundable.  Entries (one exhibitor per breed per entry form with all information) must be received by the UT Extension Office- Giles County by 2:00 p.m. on Monday, August 8, 2011.  Late beef entries will be accepted up to 1:00 p.m. on show day with entry fee increased to $20.00 per animal.

6. All entries for livestock must be legibly written on regular entry blanks. Entries are to be made in name shown on registration papers.  Attendants at each exhibit must have in their possession, during their stay at the Giles County Fair, all necessary health certificates and the proper breed association registration paper.  Animal tattoos will be checked to cross-reference with health and registration papers.
7. The Pulaski Lions Club would appreciate your cooperation and assistance in abstaining from consuming any alcoholic beverage(s) in and around all exhibition areas at the Agri-Park. We have received complaints from in and out-of-county attendees and exhibitors that individuals are violating the alcoholic beverage policy, setting poor examples for all youth, and depicting a poor image of our county, its citizens, and our fair.  We will have official law enforcement officers on the grounds throughout the fair to help us insure an orderly, safe, and enjoyable climate for all involved.  Officers have been instructed to address this concern.

8. See the individual departments for check-in and release time.  No tack, supplies, or animals accepted in exhibition barns until time and date shown in catalog for respective department.

9. Name, birth date, breed, and registration number of each animal must be given on entry blanks at time of entry.

10. Every animal upon exhibition shall be under the control of the management; and while every reasonable precaution will be taken for the safeguarding of same, neither the management, its officers nor agents with the Fair will be liable as warehouseman of property of the exhibitor.

11. An exhibitor is the owner as shown on Registration Certificate.

12. All trucks and trailers must be parked in special livestock parking areas on west side of road.

13. When entries exceed stall or pen facilities, animals will be accepted according to the date entries are received. Get your entries in early. Stall and pen facilities will be designated after entry deadline.
